2. Indgopmaniiinuii 06cAr HABYAJIBHOI IMCUMILTIHI

Theme 1. Morphological structure of English words. Object and main concepts of
lexicology as a branch of linguistics. Notion of a word. Internal and external structure of a word.
Word versus morpheme. Classification of morphemes. Root morphemes. Affixation morphemes.
Free morphemes: lexical morphemes, functional morphemes. Bound morphemes: derivational
morphemes, inflectional morphemes. Semi-bound morphemes. Combining forms. Polysemic
morphemes. Homonymic morphemes. Types of stems. Method of immediate and ultimate
constituents. Morphological analysis. Morphological analysis versus morphemic analysis.

Theme 2. Word-formation in modern English. The main ways of word-formation in
modern English. Affixation. Classification of affixes. Prefixation: classification of prefixes.
Suffixation: classification of suffixes. Infix. Semi-affixes. Combining forms. Word composition.
Classification of compound words. The criteria of compounds. Pseudo-compounds. Conversion.
Types of conversion. Substantivation. Adjectivisation. Shortenings. Contractions: apocope,
apheresis, syncope, mixed clipping. Abbreviation: acronyms, alphabetical abbreviations,
compound abbreviations, graphic abbreviations, Latin abbreviations. Secondary ways of word-
formation: blending, back-formation, onomatopoeia, sound interchange, stress interchange,
nonce words.

Theme 3. Etymological survey of modern English word stock. Words of native origin:
words of Endo-European stock, words of Common Germanic stock. Foreign elements in modern
English. Borrowings: Celtic borrowings. Latin borrowings, Scandinavian borrowings, French
borrowings, Greek borrowings, borrowings from other languages. Classification of borrowings
according to the borrowed aspect: borrowings proper, translation loans, semantic borrowings.
Classification of borrowings according to the degree of assimilation: phonetic assimilation,
grammatical assimilation, semantic assimilation, completely assimilated borrowings, partially
assimilated borrowings, barbarisms. Etymological doublets/triplets. International words.

Theme 4. Semantic structure of English words. Semantics as a linguistic field. Two
approaches to word meaning: referential approach, functional approach. Meaning versus
concept. Types of word meaning: lexical meaning, grammatical meaning, denotative meaning,
connotative meaning. Connotative meaning: stylistic connotation, emotional connotation,
evaluative connotation, expressive/intensifying connotation. Implicational meaning. Direct
meaning. Figurative meaning. Semantic structure of monosemantic and polysemantic words.



Meaning of the word and context: linguistic context (lexical/grammatical), extralinguistic
context. Change of meaning versus development of meaning. Linguistic and extralinguistic
causes of new meaning development. Semantic changes: generalization of meaning,
specialization of meaning, transference of meaning resulting from tropes (linguistic metaphor,
linguistic metonymy, secondary ways of semantic changes).

Theme 5. English vocabulary as a system. Synonyms. Synonymic dominant. Criteria of
synonymy: conceptual criterion, semantic criterion, criterion of interchangeability. Classification
of synonyms: classification of synonyms according to V. V. Vinogradov (absolute synonyms,
ideographic synonyms, stylistic synonyms); classification of synonyms according to the criterion
of interchangeability in context (total synonyms, relative synonyms, contextual synonyms);
classification of synonyms as words differing in connotations (degree of intensity connotation,
duration connotation, emotive connotation, evaluative connotation, causative connotation,
connotation of manner, connotation of duration and manner, connotation od attendant features,
stylistic connotation). Sources of synonymy. Homonyms. Traditional classification of
homonyms (homonyms proper, homophones, homographs, homoforms). Classification of
homonyms according to A. I. Smirnitsky (full homonyms, partial homonyms: simple lexico-
grammatical partial synonyms, complex lexico-grammatical partial synonyms, partial lexical
synonyms). Classification of homonyms according to their origin: etymological homonyms,
historical homonyms. Paronymy as an intermediate phenomenon between synonymy and
homonymy. Malapropisms. Sources of homonymy. Euphemisms. Antonyms. Classification of
antonyms: structural classification, semantic classification.

Theme 6. English lexis classifications. Classification of words according to their
morphological structure. Classification of words according to their functions. Part of speech
classification. Lexico-grammatical classification of words. Thematic grouping of words:
hyperonymy, hyponymy, equonymy, hierarchical relationships among words. ldeographic
grouping of words: theory of semantic field, common semantic denominator. Classification of
words according to emotional colouring. Classification of words according to functional styles.
Functional styles. Neutral words. Words belonging to formal style: terms, learned words (words
that are used in scientific prose, officialese words, literary words, poetic words). Barbarisms.
Archaisms. Neologisms: semantic neologisms, transnomination, proper neologisms. Words
belonging to informal style: colloquial words, literary colloquial words, non-literary (sub-
standard) colloquial words (slang, jargonisms), professionalisms, vulgarisms. Dialect words.
Non semantic grouping of words: alphabetical organisation, grouping according to the length of
words, grouping according to the word’s frequency.

Theme 7. English phraseology. Definition of the notion phraseological combination.
Motivation and stability of phraseological units. Criteria for identifying phraseological units:
semantic criterion, structural criterion. Classification of phraseological units: thematic
(etymological), semantic, syntactical, structural-semantic, contextological, functional, formal,
and functional classifications. Ways of forming phraseological units. Semantic relations in
phraseology. Stylistic aspects of phraseological units. Proverbs, sayings, familiar quotations, and
cliché.

Theme 8. Dialects and regional variants of the English language. Definition of the
notions dialect and variant. Standard English. Variants of the English language in the British
Isles: Scottish English, Irish English. Local dialects in the British Isles. English language outside
the British Isles. Origin of the regional variants. American English. Specific features of
American English on lexical level. Historical Americanisms. Proper Americanisms. Different
semantics and functioning of some morphological analogues in British and American variants of
modern English. Borrowings into American English from Spanish and languages of American
Indian. Phonetic and grammatical peculiarities of American English. Global character of modern
English. Canadian English. Australian English. Indian English.



Theme 9. English lexicography: history and theory. Object and main concepts of
lexicography. Connection of lexicology and lexicography. Periodization of English
lexicography. Latin glossaries in the early history of lexicography. Formation of English
lexicography: Latin glosses and glossaries, bilingual Latin-English glossaries, bilingual
dictionaries, dictionaries of «hard wordsy», dictionaries of everyday words, etymological
dictionaries, innovations of S.Johnson dictionary, Oxford English Dictionary. Dictionary
typology. Dictionary structure: front matter, megastructure, macrostructure, microstructure,
mediostructure, back matter. Microstructure: headword, orthography, pronunciation, grammar,
definition, illustrative examples, phraseology, etymology and word histories. Metalanguage of a
dictionary entry.
