Speaking: talking about important dates in your life and
about differences between men and women. Job interview. Personal Description.
Vocabulary: words related to learning languages, interview advice, relationships.
Grammar: question forms, review of verb tenses. Reading: About bilingualism.
Listening: set of instructions to do the test. Writing: emails of introduction, formal
and informal emails.

Theme 2. Tales. Speaking: talking about Hollywood versus history, keeping
up with the news, telling the true story or a lie. Vocabulary: types of story, the
news, say/tell, prepositions.

Grammar: future
tenses. Reading: an article about the future. Listening: people discussing making
plans, a BBC documentary about the rise of YouTube, interviews. Writing:
messages, proposals.

Theme 4. Jobs. Speaking: discussing how important becoming a millionaire
Is for you, talking about past habits, participating in a meeting, talking about your
dream job. Vocabulary: personal qualities, confusing words, words related to
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business, extreme adjectives. Grammar: modal verbs must/have to/should, used
to/would, reaching agreement. Listening: listen to people describing dream jobs
gone wrong, listen to people making decisions in a meeting, BBC video about a
man’s first day in a new job. Reading: the article about millionaires, a covering
letter. Writing: a covering letter, learn to organize your ideas, write about your
daily routine.

Theme 5. Solutions. Speaking: talking about inventions over the last 100
years, present/answer questions on your area of expertise, explaining/solving
problems, talking about the ways of problem solving, polite requests, learn to
respond to requests. Vocabulary: words related to technology, information.
Reading: read about some low technology solutions, read a book review.
Grammar: comparatives and superlatives, question tags, polite requests. Listening:
listen to people answering difficult questions, BBC video about a race between a
car and two people. Writing: an advantages/disadvantages of smth., an
advertisement.

Theme 6. Emotions. Speaking: talking about emotions, discussing what you
would do in different situations, give and respond to news, talking about
memorable moments. VVocabulary: words related to life events, ing/ed adjectives,
verb-noun collocations. Reading: read about basic emotions, about BBC program
“The people Watchers”, about good ways to give bad news. Grammar: real
conditionals, hypothetical conditional: present, future. Listening: listen to a radio
show about therapies, listen to conversations where people hear news. Writing: an
email advice, learn to qualify what you say, a website entry.

Theme 7. Success. Speaking: talking about success, about your abilities,
giving/clarifying opinions, describing an achievement. VVocabulary: words related
to the success, abilities, qualifications and verb phrases. Reading: read a
biographical text, read about three job candidates. Grammar: present perfect simple
versus continuous, present and past ability. Listening: listen to a radio program
about success, listen to conversations about memory, listen to a discussion about
intelligence. Writing: a summary, an internet post.

Theme 8. Communities. Speaking: describing you neighbourhood,
comparing real-world and online activities, discussing social situations.

Grammar: articles and quantifiers,
relative clauses. Listening: description of online communities, listen to people
describing guest/host experience. Writing: write a website review, write a web
advert.

Theme 9. History. Speaking: describing you neighbourhood, comparing
real-world and online activities, discussing social situations. VVocabulary: history,
periods of time, collocations. Reading: read about important moments in history,
read about time travel, read a quiz about famous people in history. Grammar:
hypothetical conditional, active versus passive. Listening: listen to descriptions of
past decades, listen to people doing a quiz about famous people in history. Writing:
write a short essay.
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Theme 10. World. Speaking: giving advice/warnings, describing ideas for
reducing plastic waste, recommend a city for food, asking for/giving travel advice,
talking about an endangered place. VVocabulary: the environment, word building
prefixes, reporting verbs, airports. Reading: read about a man who tried to live
ethically for a year, read advice about what not to do in an airport. Grammar:
reports speech, verb patterns. Listening: listen to descriptions of world’s best food
cities, listen to people giving advice/warnings, watch a BBC documentary about
the Arctic’s melting ice caps. Writing: write a restaurant review, write an email
campaigning for action.

Grammar: question forms, indirect questions, present perfect simple and
continuous. Listening: watching a BBC documentary about Britain’s most remote
inhabited island, listen to a conversation about special objects, watching people
talking about creativity. Writing: writing an article, writing a pros and cons essay.

Theme 14. Challenges. Speaking: telling stories, discussing life challenges,
resolving a problem, discussing megacities. VVocabulary: adverbs, life challenges,
idioms, relationships. Reading: reading an article about “The Soul Surfer”, reading
about conflict resolution. Grammar: narrative tenses, modals of obligation:
present/past. Listening: listen to a conversation about personal challenges, listen to
people discussing everyday problems, watching BBC documentary about the cities
of the future. Writing: writing a short biography, writing an essay.
