Theme 1. Lifestyles. Speaking: talking about your lifestyle, doing a quiz, describing everyday
objects, explaining the lifestyle you prefer. Vocabulary: lifestyle, multi-word verbs, verb+
preposition, everyday objects. Reading: read an article about coffee, read a blog post called
“What would you save in a fire”. Grammar: passive, causative have, present tenses: simple vs.
continuous, state verbs. Listening: listen to a radio program about busyness, listen to a
conversation about special objects. Writing: writing an article.
Theme 2. Challenges. Speaking: telling stories, discussing life challenges, resolving a problem,
discussing megacities. Vocabulary: adverbs, life challenges, idioms, relationships. Reading:
reading an article about “The Soul Surfer”, reading about conflict resolution. Grammar: narrative
tenses, modals of obligation: present/past. Listening: listen to a conversation about personal
challenges, listen to people discussing everyday problems, watching BBC documentary about the
cities of the future. Writing: writing a short biography, writing an essay.
Theme 3. Science. Speaking: talking about real and hypothetical situations, talking about
technologies, discussing the use of social media, talking about famous scientists. VVocabulary:
science, reporting verbs, commonly confused words. Reading: reading an article about
technology, reading an article “Delete me”. Grammar: zero, first and second conditionals,
passive reporting structures. Listening: listen to a radio program about citizen science, listen to
people discussing the internet, watching people talking about science. Writing: writing a
proposal, writing short biography.
Theme 4. Goodness. Speaking: discussing good and bad behavior, discussing a news story,
talking about the rules for a happy life, a group discussion. Vocabulary: extreme adjectives, two-
part phrases, money, happiness. Reading: reading an article about good vs bad, reading about the
happiest people on the planet. Grammar: modals of deduction, third and mixed conditionals,
asking for and expressing agreement/disagreement. Listening: listen to a news story, watching
people talking about helping, listen to conversation about the rules for a happy life. Writing:
writing a thank you message, writing a short essay.
Theme 5. Arts. Speaking: discussing art and creativity, talking about music, telling someone
about a skill, talking about cultural experience, responding to suggestions. VVocabulary: visual
art, multi-word verbs, music, everyday objects. Reading: reading an article about outsider art,
reading about life hacks. Grammar: making comparisons, so/such, be/get used to vs. used to.
Listening: listen to someone talking about their musical tastes, watching a BBC news report



about street artists, listen to a conversation about life hacks. Writing: writing an essay, writing a
review.

Theme 6. Knowledge. Speaking: telling an anecdote, discussing big data and future predictions,
discussing some idioms, a group discussion about information and knowledge. Vocabulary:
lexical chunks with make, do and take, critical thinking, numbers and statistics. Reading: reading
an article about knowledge and power, reading some facts about big data. Grammar: relative
clauses, future forms. Listening: listen to a radio program about big data, listen to people
discussing the origins of some idioms, watch people talking about information and knowledge.
Writing: writing an anecdote, writing a review.

Theme 7. New things. Speaking: having interesting conversations, talking about new
experience, making phone enquiries, recommend an experience, adverts. Vocabulary:
personality, feelings, word-building: nouns. Reading: understanding advice forum messages,
reading a web article about trying something new, reading adverts. Grammar: direct and indirect
questions. Listening: understanding informal conversations, handling phone enquiries, watching
a BBC documentary about adventures. Writing: writing an advice forum message, edit for
accuracy, writing a forum entry.

Theme 8. Issues. Speaking: talking about different issues, discussing surveillance, giving and
responding to opinions, supporting your viewpoint, giving a presentation about traditional gender
roles. VVocabulary: surveillance, opinion adjectives, auxiliaries. Reading: reading an article about
small actions with big results, reading a letter complaint, reading newspaper extracts. Grammar:
present perfect simple and continuous, the passive. Listening: listening to opinions about
surveillance, listening to people discussing issues, watching a BBC program about changes in
working patterns. Writing: writing a letter of complaint, writing notes for a presentation.

Theme 9. Stories. Speaking: telling anecdotes, talking about life stories, talking about your
reading, summarising a plot, describing a TV/film, scene. Vocabulary: sayings, adjectives for
stories, multi-word verbs. Reading: reading stories with a moral, reading a humorous story,
reading about unusual holidays. Grammar: narrative tenses, | wish, if only, expressing likes and
dislikes. Listening: listening to a BBC radio program about very short stories, listening to people
recommending books, watching a BBC drama. Writing: writing a narrative, describing a TV/film
scene.

Theme 10. Downtime. Speaking: discussing how you use your time, planning an alternative
holiday, describing procedures, use mirror questions, doing the class survey. Vocabulary: free
time, positive adjectives, uncountable and plural nouns, abilities. Reading: reading about how
our free time is changing, reading about unusual holidays. Grammar: present and past habits,
future forms, describing procedures. Listening: listening to people talking about holidays,
listening to people describing TV game shows, watching a BBC program about very happiness.
Writing: writing an opinion essay, using linkers, writing your top tips for how to be happy.

Theme 11. lIdeas. Speaking: talking about inventions, describing adverts, taking part in a
brainstorm session, presenting a novel idea. Vocabulary: change, compound nouns, advertising
colocations, collocations with idea. Reading: reading an article about the worst inventions ever,
finding out your advertising 1Q, reading about the rules of brainstorming. Grammar: articles, real
and hypothetical conditionals, suggesting ideas. Listening: listening to a program about
advertising, listening to a brainstorming session, watching a BBC program about presenting
ideas. Writing: writing a report, making written comparisons, writing a product review.

Theme 12. Age. Speaking: discussing different ages and generations, talking about future,
discussing the right age for different things, holding a debate. VVocabulary: age, word building:
prefixes, optimism/pessimism, persuading. Reading: reading an article about early and late
successes, reading emails making arrangements. Grammar: modal verbs, future perfect and
continuous. Listening: listening to a BBC program about letters to your future self, listening to a



phone-in about life’s milestones, watching a BBC program about living longer. Writing: writing
an informal email, writing a forum comment.

Theme 13. Media. Speaking: talking about TV programs, talking about celebrity and media,
expressing strong reactions, retelling a news stories. VVocabulary: television, multi-word verbs,
reporting verbs, the press. Reading: reading an article about TV with a global appeal, reading an
essay on celebrities and the media, reading about tabloid topics. Grammar: quantifiers, reported
speech, adding emphasis. Listening: listening to an expert talking about hoax photographs,
listening to people talking about recent news stories, watching a BBC program about live news.
Writing: writing a discursive essay, writing a short news article.

Theme 14. Behaviour. Speaking: talking about a difficult decision you’ve made, talking about
values and behaviour, dealing with awkward situations, giving advice. Vocabulary: collocations:
decisions, compound adjectives, values, behaviour. Reading: reading three articles about life-
changing decisions, reading the instructions for two games, reading tips for handling awkward
situations. Grammar: past and mixed conditionals, ing- form and infinitive, handling an awkward
situation. Listening: listening to an experiment about fairness, watching a BBC documentary
about body language. Writing: writing an informal article, writing about behaviour in your
culture.

Theme 15. Trouble. Speaking: discussing how good a witness you are, speculate about scams,
talking about emergency situations, agree priorities. VVocabulary: crime, dependent prepositions,
synonyms, incidents. Reading: reading an article about memory, reading an infographic about
scams, reading reasons for calling the emergency services. Grammar: ing form, past modals of
deduction, reporting an incident. Listening: listening to people talk about getting tricked,
listening to someone report an incident, watching a BBC program about a sea rescue. Writing:
writing a ‘how to’ leaflet, writing a story about a lucky escape.

Theme 16. Culture. Speaking: talking about a film you never bored with, talking about popular
culture, and art experience, discussing an art project. Vocabulary: adjectives to describe films,
the arts, dimensions. Reading: reading a film review, reading an answer to popular culture
questions. Grammar: relative clauses, participle clauses. Listening: listening to people talk about
films, listening to tours of two very different places, watching a BBC program about an
innovative building. Writing: writing a film review, writing a competition entry.
